Communication Tips for New Scholars and Fellows
As a BAGNC Scholar and Claire M. Fagin Fellow, you share responsibility for communicating your work and achievements. In addition we see you as the best ambassadors for promoting this program. Below are ideas and tools to help you achieve these goals.

1. Press Release.  The press release announces the selection of the new cohort. BAGNC distributes this widely, but your distribution efforts are also important. Two ideas:  1) send this press release to your hometown newspaper and/or the local newspaper where you will undertake your award, and 2) share with your university’s or school of nursing public relations office.  In both cases send a personal cover memo describing your work and provide your contact information.
2. Communicating your accomplishments to BAGNC.  While we read every narrative report, we also like to hear updates on your accomplishments when they happen.  Please notify us of these events (publications, awards, funded grants, etc.) as soon as they occur.
